Assemblies are a time for us to come together as a community, to
reflect on issues that concern us, to celebrate our achievements
and to consider how we might improve.

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Bullying

bullying of any type is not tolerated. All individuals have the right
o feel safe and free from threatening behaviour. All staff will deal

promptly with any situations or incidents that may arise

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Internal Exclusion
(REFLECT)

Internal Exclusion is a very serious sanction and it is (where possible)
communicated to parents/carers in advance of the sanction being
set. Any student placed in Internal Exclusion will follow a different
timetable and will lose some of their privileges. Students can also be

placed in Internal Exclusions at other Bury Schools.

You Should

Internal Exclusion is a very serious sanction and the Senior Assistant Headteacher /
Deputy Headteacher (Inclusion) will be consulted if the sanction is to be employed.
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Extreme Behaviour

Students should understand that certain forms of
behaviour will not be tolerated:

e Persistent and purposeful failure to comply with the
school’s expectations of behaviour

e Physical abuse of other students

e Physical abuse of a member of staff

e Exiremely offensive language directed at a member of
staff

e Possession of any illegal substance including associated
paraphernalia

e Carrying or using vapes/e cigs

e Carrying an offensive weapon or using an item as a
weapon

e Making an allegation against a member of staff that is
shown to be false and malicious

(This list is not exhaustive)

This school prides itself on its positive ethos. Incidents of this
type are very rare. It is important that all students understand

that the consequences of such behaviour will be fixed term

suspension or permanent exclusion from the
school. These sanctions can and will be applied even for ‘one
off’ incidents.
